Our first destination is the Aqueducts of Cantalloc, which
lies approximately 4 km outside Nazca. Specifically, these
aqueducts are among the most impressive pre-Inca
constructions, showcasing the incredible engineering skills
and  organization of ancient hydraulic engineers.
Furthermore, the aqueducts, built on the heights of Nazca,
were designed to capture and filter groundwater, which was
then channeled into the valley through a series of spiral-

shaped wells.

Not only did these wells provide vital water
resources to the Nasca people, but they also
stand as a testament to their ingenuity in
overcoming the challenges of desert life.

Next, we will visit the geoglyph “The Needle,”
which is just a short drive from the aqueducts.
Upon arrival, we'll ascend a small hill that serves
as a natural viewpoint. This will offer a perfect
vantage point to observe this fascinating
geoglyph up close. Moreover, as you stand here,
you'll gain a deeper understanding of how these
enigmatic lines were etched into the desert floor,
revealing the intricate methods used by the
ancient Nasca civilization.

The final stop is at the Inca archacological site
“Los Paredones.” This site was an administrative
center managed by Inca rulers. As you explore
the ruins, you'll not only uncover the history and
significance of this site but also reflect on the
Inca’s far—reaching influence in the region. After
completing our visit to Los Paredones, we will

then return to your hotel in Nazca.
